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MATHS History    

Place value and the four operations 

 
In maths this term, students will be consolidating their knowledge of multiplication and 
division. Students will be able to use dienes, counters, place value charts and the 
column method in order to grasp the concepts of place value and place holders.  

This term, pupils will learn all about the Roman’s. 
Children will develop an understanding of what happened when the Roman’s came to 

Britain. They will learn about Roman invasions, develop their chronology skills by looking 
at timelines, and the impact the Romans had on Britain.
